Information 

The Society of Pediatric Nurses (SPN) offers the Academic Education Scholarship to support the advancement of pediatric nursing art and science. SPN is committed to increasing the knowledge base and enhancing the professional development of nurses in the field of pediatric nursing. This scholarship is intended for SPN Registered Nurse members interested in pursuing nursing education beyond initial licensure preparation in order to meet their academic and professional goals. Annually, SPN will award the Academic Education Scholarship to SPN members meeting the specified qualifications.

Qualifications 
· Applicant must be an active SPN member with RN licensure.
· Applicant must have completed at least one semester in an accredited baccalaureate and/or higher nursing degree program with an earned GPA of at least 3.0 (by the time the application is submitted).
· Applicant must be currently employed in pediatric nursing.
· Applicant must be a member of SPN for at least two (2) years. 
· Members who apply for a two year Regular SPN membership at the time of submitting their application are eligible.
· Members may apply for this scholarship once a year.  Past recipients may not reapply.
· Members of the SPN Education Committee or the Board of Directors are not eligible to apply.

Application Process 
Completed applications include the following: 
1. A completed application form (pages 3-4 of this document).
2. Curriculum Vitae or resume (include all professional activities such as presentations, publications, group work on projects, etc. and awards or recognitions)
3. Documentation of registration or receipt from college/university 
4. Official transcript of grades sent to SPN (Min GPA 3.0)
5. Documentation of employment as a pediatric nurse
6. Two letters of recommendation; 
a. One must be from a nursing supervisor or manager and the other from an instructor or professor representing the academic level you are pursuing.
Note: Licensure will be validated online by the SPN Education Committee.

Selection Process
Education Committee recommendations will be forwarded to the SPN Board of Directors for final approval.  $2,500 will be awarded.  All applicants will be notified in March 2019 as to the status of their application.  Recipients are encouraged to attend the Annual Conference for recognition and acceptance of the scholarship.  Completed applications are due January 18, 2019.   

Reimbursement Process
Scholarship recipients must submit proof of the following to SPN in order to receive their funds:
1. An official transcript showing a minimum 3.0 Grade Point Average.
2. Proof of active SPN membership (a receipt from his or her most recent renewal or membership card is acceptable).
3. Documentation of submission (email or letter) for the Journal of Pediatric Nursing or an abstract for the SPN Annual Conference.
4. Receipts of tuition, fees, and books totaling at least $2,500, for a single disbursement. 

*All documentation should be submitted at one time.*

Note: The Education Committee will track recipients’ completion of expectations and will assign a mentor to each recipient to assist them with these requirements.
